Who are we?
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Stobhill School is part of the Hospital Education Service. Your pupil is currently attending Stobhill School during his/her hospital admission. In school, your pupil will be timetabled for classes and study subjects (already followed in school). 
What can you expect from HES?

· Initially, pupil’s name and details are passed to Stobhill School SLT after pupil admitted to hospital
· GCC and Local Education Authority contacted

· Pupil’s home school contacted by email and curriculum information grid sent

· Follow up phone call from SLT to base school to gather relevant background information and curricular information

· Name, email address and phone number of contact person in Stobhill School shared with home school

· Pupil put on timetable for Stobhill School
· When pupil is discharged from hospital, the base school will be 
informed of all teaching and learning that pupil has completed 
during their stay
· Following pupil’s discharge, the base school will be issued with a 
questionnaire to help us with quality assurance. We would ask 

you to complete this to provide feedback on how we have met 
your pupil’s needs.

 What do we teach?

· A broad and balanced curriculum to meet individual pupil’s needs
· A range of subjects and working levels in line with a Curriculum for Excellence and BGE.
· We currently provide teaching in Maths, English, Geography, History, Modern Studies, Art, PE and Music in Stobhill School, as well as a range of Wider Achievement courses including Employability and Wellbeing. 
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We will continue with SQA coursework wherever possible, and provide study support for subjects that are not currently taught in Stobhill School
· A range of Wider Achievement courses including Employability and Wellbeing 
· All pupils are fully supported and nurtured in their learning
Review

· If you wish you can be invited to your pupils progress review. You will hear from the Multi-Disciplinary Team working with your pupil. Stobhill School will be represented in the review and let you know about progress with school work.
Ongoing

· When specific pieces of work have been completed, Stobhill staff will return these to school. We will send you a monthly update of the work your pupil has been completing, and would ask you to update us with any additional work that should be undertaken as next steps.

· Background information

· Specific curricular information on work/units being completed in home school including any ICT resources currently used by pupils to access work

· Details of specific subject/level work to be completed in Stobhill School.
· Any NQ assessments required

· Scottish Candidate Number for SQA

· GLOW login and details of any educational websites and pupil logins that pupils may need to continue with their learning
