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Who are we?
· The Hospital Education Service (HES) provides education to children during their stay in RHC.  
· HES staff are all fully qualified teachers. 

Who do we teach?

· Pupils who are currently enrolled in full time education (P1-S6), who are inpatients.
· Pupils who are expected to be in hospital for ten or more school days during a school term.  

What do we teach?

· A curriculum adapted to each pupil’s needs with a focus on literacy, numeracy and health and wellbeing in line with a Curriculum for Excellence. 
How do we teach?

· We use a variety of teaching approaches and a wide range of resources to motivate and stimulate pupils.

· Information and Communication Technology is used, where possible, across the curriculum.
· By liaising with the pupil and their base school we endeavour to ensure continuity of learning. Pupils will maintain a personal Record of Progress and Achievement to evidence their progress.   This record can be taken away upon discharge and shared with the pupil’s base school.
Where do we teach?

· Pupils are often taught on ward at their bedside or ward classroom where available.

· For pupils who can leave their wards we have a classroom on the ground floor with internet access.

 Are parents involved?
· Parents are welcome to see teaching in progress.

· An appointment can be made for you with your child’s teacher to discuss progress at any time.

· During your child’s stay, parents and pupils are given questionnaires to help ensure that we meet your child’s needs.
